Effective immediately, Upper lowa Beef will not publish
live weights unless truck weights are provided upon cattle delivery. If
truck weights are provided, an appropriate pencil shrink will be applied,
and a yield will be calculated.

2) Payment of Cattle. Cattle are paid for within 24 hours of the time of
value. If you are selling your cattle on the "Plus $2" system, that will follow
the carcasses' grading. Please see the attached informational piece.
